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Yoshihiko Amino wrote the book Muen, AKAugai, Raku in 1978, pointing out that women are frequently and numerously
found within mwen groups and muen spaces. Women are indeed confirmed to be present in the Shokunin Utaawase. The
Ohara women were female charcoal merchants. Katsura women were female cormorant fishers and sweetfish merchants
Such facts can be confirmed from documents. The Awazu Hashimoto Kugonin had four shops in Rokkaku—cho, Kyoto, selling
fresh fish, and it is recorded that in 1306 (Kagen 4), “they were all female merchants.” Women are frequently
confirmed among other Kugonin. Women were also deeply involved in the financial industry. According to Amino, the
management of warehouses and financial activities were carried out by people within muen spaces

Such muen spaces were deeply intertwined with commerce and distribution, with many women participating as key
contributors. By the late medieval period, the principle of mwen spaces gradually declined, and this domain came
under the control of regional lords influenced by rationalism. According to Amino, the decline of muen spaces was
intertwined with the decline in women’ s status. This is said to be part of the process of what is termed the “world-
historical defeat of women.” This “world-historical defeat of women”™ 1is an expression coined by Engels, referring

to the decline in women’ s status that occurs as a world-historical phenomenon at a certain stage of societal

development.
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Was the Sengoku period a period of manorial system? This point has been a subject of much debate. Moriaki Araki
views the Sengoku period as a period of manorial system, arguing that Japan became a feudal society through the
Taiko Land Survey. Similarly, Hisashi Fujiki views the Sengoku period as the final stage of the medieval manorial
system. He bases this on evidence such as manorial lords collected annual tribute and public duties. The Toyotomi
regime rejected this land ownership system of the manorial lords. From this perspective, Fujiki likely conceived
the Toyotomi Peace Decree as a rejection of the customs of the medieval era.

The Toyotomi regime’ s peace decrees—namely, the prohibition of private armed conflict—were crucial principles for
unifying the nation. This was also known as the “Sobuji-rei.” Hideyoshi halted disputes between daimyo over
territorial boundaries. Upon becoming Kampaku, Hideyoshi prohibited private feuds among daimyo, declaring his
commands to be those of the Emperor. This effectively stripped the daimyo of their right to wage war. Furthermore,
Hideyoshi compelled the daimyo who submitted to him to swear absolute allegiance. He also adjudicated the recognition
of daimyo territories and their boundaries. Hideyoshi punished daimyo who violated his orders and initiated military
actions, branding them enemies of the court for defying the Emperor’s commands. The H6j6 clan was subjugated for

precisely this reason.
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
