Academic Reading/Writing courses improve students’ English reading and writing abilities by practicing
reading, grammar, comprehension, vocabulary, and writing. Beginning level students begin using academic
reading methods for understanding texts and improve their writing with easy writing assignments to build
comfort in using English to write ideas. Advanced students improve their reading and wriitng skills with
advanced academic reading tasks and writing many types of longer reports. Students move up in levels
through instructor evaluation and showing clear improvement in reading and writing ability. These classes
meet on Tuesday and Friday.

Pronunciation Workshop is an introduction to the sounds and features of English pronunciation. Students
study the sounds, rhythm, stress, and intonation of English. Students practice both listening and speaking
through exercises, dialogues, poems, chants, and songs.

In this course, you will improve your knowledge of American pop culture through watching and listening to
different media, such as music, movies and TV shows. During class time, you will also learn how to form and
share your own opinions about different types of media that we will listen to and watch in class. You will also
discover and share important moments in entertainment history. This class will require a lot of watching and
listening to music, movies and YouTube outside of class.

In this class, students write two fictional stories of their choice, such as love stories, adventures, mysteries, or
fantasies. Students learn vocabulary and grammar that can make their stories interesting to readers. They
learn about characters, settings, and plot (story line). Students improve general writing skills and specific
story-writing skills.

Advanced Grammar is a two-semester survey course covering the essential grammar necessary to
communicate in English. Some grammar will be review and some will be new. Most of the class time is pair
and group work using specific grammar in speaking and writing. Out-of-class work includes textbook
exercises, writing assignments, online quizzes, and reading and listening to prepare for the next lesson.

This class focuses on topics of conversation that interest people around the world, such as family, friends,
food, shopping, sports, and jobs. Students play games, do role-plays, and talk in pairs and groups to practice
each topic of conversation.

In this class, you will explore many different parts of the scientific world using English. Some of the topics in
this class are astronomy, biology, endangered species, geology, and the history of science. You will practice
reading, writing, listening, speaking, and vocabulary skills. You will expand your knowledge of the natural
world, but this class will not have math.

In this class, students improve English skills while learning about cultural identity. Students answer questions
about and discuss topics related to cultural identity. We explore parts of cultural identity through learning
about other cultures around the world and comparing them to Japanese culture. We practice English language
skills through in-class discussions and presentations. Students read about and write short compositions
related to cultural identity.

English for Travel is a course that uses the language needed to live and work abroad. It focuses on describing
places, solving problems in situations such as shopping, health problems and travel, the language for tour
guides and restaurants, and telephone English. We observe and talk about cultural differences between Japan
and other parts of the world, and talk about our experiences of traveling and living abroad.

In this class, students create both real and made-up newscasts similar to the news on TV. Students improve
their speaking and writing skills by playing roles of newscaster, reporter, and interviewee. In addition to news
stories, students do a survey project and create TV commercials (advertisements).

In this class, you will learn about the most serious errors in written English and how to fix them. During class
time, you will work alone, in pairs, and in groups to fix errors and write sentences and paragraphs and do
different types of editing and writing practice. For homework, you will do reading, editing, writing and online
quiz activities, sometimes with a partner or group.

All over the world, people are interested in Japan’s customs and culture. In this class, we practice talking
about Japanese life. In this course, you build vocabulary, reading, writing, listening and speaking skills in
English through pair and small group activities about habits in Japan and in other countries. You read and
listen to conversations about Japan, study important vocabulary about Japan in English, and do projects to tell
others about Japan.

In this course you will improve your presentation skills by presenting in various styles and on various topics.
You will practice some informal presentations, like show and tell, and more formal presentations, with visual
aids. You will learn easily followable structures for your presentations and how to present clearly with useful
signal words. This class involves a high amount of public speaking, so be brave!

In this course, you will improve your vocabulary and reading comprehension. You will memorize the 2,800
most common English words using a flashcard app. These common words cover about 92% of normal written
and spoken English. You will also read a popular graphic novel. During the class time you will review and use
vocabulary, read, and talk and share ideas about the book. This class will require a lot of studying and reading
outside of class.
